A motion was made by Casa Roble and seconded by Rio Linda to vote for Davis Stewart and Chris Roberts, North Administrators; Doug Friedman as North Athletic Director; discretion be granted to Bob Bugalski for South Administrators and Athletic Director. Unanimously Approved.

4.03 Ratification of Executive Committee Action per Bylaw 1108
(Revision of Bylaw 210 – Physical Assault. This revision provides sanctions for spectators who physically assault a game official. A motion was made by Mira Loma and seconded by Casa Roble to support this proposal. Unanimously Approved.

(This revision clarifies batting practice for baseball and softball playoff games.)

(Proposal is to eliminate the 100-mile rule and requires administrative supervision at playoff games regardless of the 100-mile rule.)

5.03 Revision Bylaw 2107.8 – Football Playoffs

(Revision would alter the structure of DVII bracket; teams would be placed in a divisional column based on their enrollment or continued success and stay in that column for the specific year.)

5.04 Proposal Article 6, Section 7 – Digital Ticketing Bylaw Post Season
(This proposal adds penalty language for those schools that choose not to use Gofan for online ticket sales for palyoffs.)

5.05 Approval of Full Membership – Westlake Charter Academy

(This proposal places Westlake Charter Academy in the NPAC beginning 2023-2024.)

5.06 Revision Bylaw 1605.1.a – Basketball Playoff Qualifiers 

(The TCAL is proposing that they be granted an automatic 4th qualifier for playoffs in boys and girls basketball.)
